	Part 3 Additional Sheets as Needed: Item 1(e) on Part II of the Full EAF identifies that construction asa a result of the grant of zone change may continue for more than one year or in multiple phases as a "moderate to large impact" that may occur.    It is presumed that if and when construction begins the construction at the 13 individual lots will not be simultaneous, and involves construction of a new road (cul de sac).  Thus the construction will continue in phases likely to last over one year in total.  

The severity of this impact is unlikely to be significnt or severe.   Each lot that is constructed is subject to individual building permit requirements that must addresss issues related to mitigating drainage impacts during construction and impacts on the newly constructed and existing roads as is typical in consturction of a new subdivision.  Inspections by the Town throughout deveopment will ensure any potential significant negative impacts resulting from the project being constructed in phases or beyond one year will be avoided.
